Minutes:  Motion was made by Ms. Bobsin to approve Minutes from the 
June 27 meeting, seconded by Ms. Belton, sustained by Ms. Mello, all others in favor, motion was approved.
Old Business:  
· TIC Project: Survey was emailed on 7/25 to Probation and CPS employees. Consultant and associates will observe Probation Dept. on Aug. 29 and CPS on Sep. 18. A report will be compiled with the results.
New Business:  
· Budget – Cindy L. provided a financial report to Ms. Elliott. The report shows a balance of $80,823.68. Approved expenses to be deducted from the balance are: $15,000 for the CAPC Coordinator and $11,000 for the TIC consultant.
· Mandated Reporter Training – CPS is currently providing many of the Mandated Reporter Trainings throughout the community and it has become time consuming. Any contact information of Mandated Reporter Trainers is welcome. Melissa and Tracey to forward their information to Triny. We need 3 bids to provide 2-3 hour live Mandated Reporter Training session.
· Community Education Project – 
1. Triny checked with Premier Cinemas on the cost and availability. They quoted a flat rate of $300 for the large movie room (capacity 230) for Saturday or Sunday mornings. The theatre must approve of the movie.

Other possibilities: Eric and Esther to discuss with Rotary Hollister of possible collaboration on a movie night. Eric to contact the High School of availability of their auditorium.
